educational program. Pupil outcomes shall include outcomes that address increases in pupil
academic achievement both schoolwide and for all groups of pupils served by the charter school, as

that term is defined in subparagraph (B) of paragraph (3) of Section 47607. Education Code Section

47605(b)(5)(B).

Governing Law: The method by which pupil progress in meeting those pupil outcomes is to be
measured. Education Code Section 47605(b)(5)(C).

Methods of Assessment

Blue Oak will assess its students in each of the core academic skill areas through authentic

assessment and state-mandated standardized tests. Blue Oak shall meet the statewide content and

performance standards and conduct pupil assessments required pursuant to Education Code

section 47605(c).
